Studying the Italian Language and Culture in Italy:


You can study the Italian language and culture in Italy at either an Italian university (which has special programs for foreign students) or a private school.  The 2 major Italian universities for foreigners are the University of Siena and the University of Perugia.  Links to the Italian and English versions of their websites are listed below:
